 GENERAL PROVISIONS 

§ 102. Commonwealth: Defined. 
“Commonwealth,” when used in this code to describe a geographical area, 

means the Northern Mariana Islands, as defined in 1 CMC § 101; otherwise, it 
means the government established under the Constitution which became effective 
on January 9, 1978.
