The medical examiner shall perform autopsies and post-mortem examinations
to determine or clarify the cause of death, provided written consent is secured
from the nearest responsible relative. If a death occurs under conditions suggest-
ing poisoning, violence, or unusual circumstances, and the cause and manner of
death cannot otherwise be satisfactorily ascertained, an autopsy shall be per-
formed if practicable whenever recommended by the Director of Public Health
and Environmental Services or the Attorney General.
