The
Governor, Lieutenant Governor, and mayors’ salaries have increased as
follows: PL 4-32 §3 (effective January 13, 1986): Governor, $50,000,
Lieutenant Governor, $40,000, mayors, $21,000; PL 6-23, § 7 (effective April
20, 1989): mayors, $36,000. For legislators’ salaries, see 1 CMC 8 1271; for
the increases in the Representative’s salary, see the commentto 1 CMC § 4103.
