DiviISION 9: MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

§ 9103. Compilation of Rules; Public Inspection and Reproduction of
Rules and Orders.

(@) In consultation with the Attorney General, the Commonwealth Law Revi-
sion Commission may produce, publish and periodically revise a Commonwealth
Administrative Code consisting of Commonwealth administrative rules.

(b) Each agency shall make available for public inspection and copying:

(1) All rules adopted or used by the agency in the discharge of its func-
tions; and
(2) All orders made by the agency.

As of March 31,
2003, no transfers had taken place. EO 97-03 also called for the substitution of
“Registrar of Corporations” or “Registrar” with “Attorney General” in 1 CMC
8§ 9101-9115.
