DiviISION 9: MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

§ 9107. Declaratory Rulings by Agencies.

Any person may petition an agency for declaratory rulings as to the applicabil-
ity of any statutory provision or of any rule or order of the agency. Rulings
disposing of petitions shall be issued promptly and shall have the same status as
final agency decisions or orders in contested cases.
