§ 4361.  Reporting Requirement. 
The DPL shall report within six months after January 26, 1984, and semian-

nually thereafter in writing to the Governor, the presiding officers of the legisla-
ture, and the general public on the progress the DPL has made in awarding 
compensation to those persons or their heirs who have been inadequately 
compensated for transfers of interests in and encroachments upon land caused by 
prior governmental action. The report shall include the names of all applicants 
under this article, the dates of their applications, the status of their applications, 
the relief award to date, and such other information as the Governor or presiding 
officers shall reasonably request or the DPL shall determine is appropriate.
