Commission Comment: PL 11-77 which amended subsection (a) of this
section took effect on April 6, 1999 (but also see applicability clause below).
PL 11-77 contained purpose, findings, applicability, severability, and savings
clauses as follows:

Section I. Purpose. The purpose of this Act is to amend the Postsec-
ondary Education Scholarship Act of 1990, Section 1342 (a) of Title 3,
by specifying a cap on the amount of the scholarship award and for other
purposes.

Section 2. Findings. The Legislature finds that the Commonwealth is
continuing to experience a decline in actual revenue collections exacer-
bated by the Asian economic turmoil plaguing the region. Thus, there is a
direct impact and strain on available financial resources for government
operations and funded programs. Therefore, because of limited funds, in
order to ensure some measure of continuity of legislatively mandated
programs, the Legislature finds it necessary to specify a limit on the
amount of funds available for certain programs.

Section 4. Applicability. Notwithstanding any provision of law to the
contrary, this Act shall apply to any person eligible to receive an annual
scholarship under the Postsecondary Education Scholarship Act com-
mencing in the Fall 1999 academic year.

Section 5. Severability. If any provision of this Act or the application
of any such provision to any person or circumstance should be held inva-
lid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this Act or the
application of its provisions to persons or circumstances other than those
to which it is held invalid shall not be affected thereby.

Section 6. Savings Clause. The Act and any repealer contained herein
shall not be construed as affecting any existing right acquired under con-
tract or acquired under statutes repealed of under any rule, regulation or
order adopted under the statutes. Repealers contained in this Act shall not
affect any proceeding instituted under or pursuant to prior law. The en-
actment of this Act shall not have the effect of terminating, or in any way
modifying, any liability civil or criminal, which shall already be in exist-
ence on the date this Act becomes effective.
