§ 2436.  Authorized Expenditures of Appropriated Funds. 

The Commonwealth Respite Services Program, under the administering 

authority of the DCCA, shall use the funds appropriated to the program for the 

following purposes: 

(a) the purposes provided in 3 CMC §§ 2432 and 2433. 

(b) bulk of the funds appropriated shall be used for costs related to developing 

provider and/or volunteer recruitment, salaries and training, development and 

operations of a center-based respite day program, fringe benefits of the program 

staff, stipend and vouchers, information and referral, outreach, and other 

components of the provision of respite services. 

(c) administrative costs for operating the Commonwealth Respite Services 

Program.
