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§ 4526. Exemptions. 
(a) The provisions of 3 CMC § 4525 shall not apply to employers of fewer 

than five employees, provided however, the Secretary may, by regulation, require 
each business to have at least one employee who is a citizen or CNMI permanent 
resident and U.S. permanent resident, or remove the exemption available to 
employers against whom two or more judgments are entered in Department 
proceedings in any two year period. 

(b) The Secretary, or an authorized designee, may grant an exemption from 
this chapter for a particular construction project of limited duration.
