§ 3323.  Records; Form and Effect of Granted Copies or Certificates. 
Every notary public shall record in a book of records all acts, protests, deposi-

tions, and other things noted or done in his or her official capacity. All copies or 
certificates granted by the notary public shall be under the notary’s hand and seal, 
and shall be received as evidence of the transactions.
