§ 4101. Authority of Governor to Grant Corporate Charters.

The Governor may grant charters of incorporation for the establishment and
functioning of business organizations, associations of persons for any lawful
purpose other than pecuniary profit, cooperatives and credit unions. The Gover-
nor may create and establish public corporations subject to approval and consent
of the legislature.
