§ 6223. Qualifications for Issuance: State or National Bank License.
The director shall issue a banking license when a state or national bank has

complied with the following requirements:
(a) The director has approved the application submitted by the bank pursuant

to 4 CMC § 6226.
(b) The annual license fee of $1,000 has been paid to the director.
(c) The director finds that the bank meets the requirements found in 4 CMC
