§ 10614. Revocation of Firearm Owner’s Identification Card.

() A person who receives a revocation notice under 6 CMC § 10610(c) shall,
within 24 hours, upon receipt of notice:

(1) Surrender his or her Firearm Owner's ldentification Card to the
Department of Public Safety or firearm vendor that is duly licensed under
Commonwealth or federal law. The Department shall provide the person a
receipt for the card;

(2) Surrender his or her firearms to the Department of Public Safety until
the firearms can be transferred to another person or restored to the owner;

(3) Complete a Firearm Disposition Record on a form prescribed by the
Department of Public Safety and place his or her firearms in the location or
with the person reported in the Firearm Disposition Record. The form shall
require the person to disclose the make, model, and serial number of each
firearm owned by or under the custody and control of the revoked person.

(b) The Department of Public Safety shall provide a copy of the Firearm
Disposition Record to the person whose Firearm Owner's Identification Card has
been revoked.

(c) If the person whose Firearm Owner's Identification Card has been revoked
fails to comply with the requirements of this section, then the Department of
Public Safety shall petition the court to issue a warrant to search for and seize the
Firearm Owner's Identification Card and firearms in the possession or under the
custody or control of the person whose Firearm Owner's Identification Card has
been revoked.

(d) A violation of subsection (a) is a misdemeanor punishable by a fine of not
more than $1,000 or by imprisonment for not more than one year, or both.

(e) The observation of a Firearm Owner's Identification Card or firearm in the
possession of a person whose Firearm Owner's Identification Card has been
revoked constitutes a sufficient basis for the arrest of that person for violation of
this section.
