§ 1422.  False Arrest. 
(a) A person commits the offense of false arrest if he or she unlawfully detains 

another by force and against the other person’s will, then and there not being in 
possession of authority to do so. 

(b) A person convicted under this section may be punished by imprisonment 
for not more than six months, or a fine of not more than $100, or both.
