 DIVISION 1: CRIMES AGAINST THE PERSON 

§ 1804.  Criminal Trespass. 
(a) A person commits the offense of trespass if he or she makes an unlawful 

and unauthorized entry upon or interferes with the peaceful use and enjoyment of 
the property of another, and upon being lawfully advised to leave or desist 
refuses to promptly do so. 

(b) A person convicted of trespass may be punished by imprisonment for not 
more than six months.
