§ 3161. Gambling Exemption Authorized.

Any corporation or association of persons chartered by the Commonwealth of
the Northern Mariana Islands for any lawful purpose other than pecuniary profit
pursuant to Title 4, Division 4 [4 CMC § 4101 et seq.] may apply for an exemp-
tion to article 2 of this chapter [6 CMC § 3151 et seq.] pursuant to this article.
