§ 3201.  Bribery. 
Every person who shall unlawfully and voluntarily give or receive anything of 

value in wrongful and corrupt payment for an official act done or not done, to be 
done or not to be done, shall be guilty of bribery, and upon conviction thereof 
may be imprisoned for a period of not more than five years, and shall be fined 
three times the value of the payment received; or, if the value of the payment 
cannot be determined in dollars, shall be imprisoned for a period of not more 
than five years, and fined not more than $1,000.
