8 3502. Soliciting or Providing Support for an Act of Terrorism.
(a) First Degree.

(1) A person commits soliciting or providing support for an act of terrorism
in the first degree when he or she commits the crime of soliciting or providing
support for an act of terrorism in the second degree and the total value of ma-
terial support or resources exceeds one-thousand dollars.

(2) A person convicted under this subsection may be punished by impris-
onment of not more than fifteen years.

(b) Second Degree.

(1) A person commits soliciting or providing support for an act of terrorism
in the second degree when, with the intent that material support or resources
will be used, in whole or in part, to plan, prepare, carry out, or aid in either an
act of terrorism or the concealment of, or an escape from, an act of terrorism,
he or she raises, solicits, collects, or provides material support or resources.

(2) A person convicted under this subsection may be punished by impris-
onment of not more than ten years.
