§ 4108.  Orders Requiring Specified Residence. 
The court may, in lieu of or in addition to other lawful punishment or as a 

condition of probation or suspension of sentence, direct that a person found by it 
to be guilty of a criminal offense shall establish his or her place of residence 
within a specified area and maintain it there for a period of time not exceeding 
the maximum period of imprisonment which may be imposed for the offense.
