§ 2441.  Bounced Checks: Definitions. 
As used in this article: 
(a) “Bank” includes depository. 
(b) “Check” includes any draft or order upon any bank or depository or upon 

or to any person for the payment of money. 
(c) “Payee” includes any transferee of the payee. 
(d) “Person” includes any business, firm or corporation.
