shall be in accordance with the rules of evidence adopted by the Commonwealth 
judiciary pursuant to 1 CMC § 3402.

PL 6-25, the Commonwealth Judicial Reorganization Act of 
1989 (codified at 1 CMC § 3001 et seq.) repealed and reenacted provisions 
concerning the judiciary in title 1, division 3, but did not include necessary con-
forming amendments to several provisions elsewhere in the code, including this 
section. The proper cross reference would now appear to be 1 CMC § 3403. Cf.
