§ 1308. Release of Defendant When Judge Not Available.

If a person is taken into custody by an officer to be taken before a judge or
court pursuant to this Division and no judge is available at the time of arrest, and
there is no bail schedule established by the judge or court or no lawfully
designated court clerk or other public officer who is available and authorized to
accept bail upon behalf of the judge or court, the person shall be released from
custody upon the issuance to the person of a traffic citation, as provided in 9
CMC § 1304.
