§ 2432.  Motorcycle Endorsement. 

(a) No person shall drive or operate a motorcycle or a motor scooter upon a 

public street or highway within the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana 

Islands without first securing a regular operator’s license with a motorcycle 

endorsement upon it. 

(b) Before a person who is 16 years of age and over is issued an original 

motorcycle endorsement on an operator’s or chauffeur’s license, the person shall 

attend, enroll, or pass the Motorcycle Safety Education Program set up by the 

Department of Public Safety or the Department assigned by Department of 

Public Safety Commissioner to initiate the a motorcycle safety course that is 

designed to educate competency in operating a motorcycle upon CNMI’s public 

streets and highways with safety to himself or herself and other persons and 

property.
